SOMETIMES IT ONLY takes a mo-

ment to become a TV icon. For Ed Asner, 

that moment arrived in 1970 during the 

first episode of The Mary Tyler Moore 

Show, when Lou Grant acknowledged 

new hire Mary Richards’ spunk, then took 

a beat before growling, “I hate spunk.”

He didn’t, really. Gruff on the surface 

that masked a soft heart in spirit, Asner 

as Lou epitomized the archetype TV GUIDE 

MAGAZINE once called “the lovable sour-

puss.” Asner, who died in his sleep on  

August 29 at 91, earned his spot in TV 

history as the first actor to win Emmys in 

comedy and drama for the same role in 

two series: three for the MTM sitcom and 

twice for its hourlong spinoff, Lou Grant, 

as city editor at the Los Angeles Tribune.

He’s also the most-honored male 

actor, with seven Emmys, including two 

for supporting roles in the pioneering 

miniseries Rich Man, Poor Man and Roots.

A character actor’s character actor, 

Asner not only had spunk, he had spine. 

Renowned for activism and philanthropy 

on behalf of civil liberties and conserva-

tion causes, he served as Screen Actors 

Guild president from 1981 to 1985.

He also had range and longevity, mak-

ing his mark in movies as Santa in Elf and 

as the voice of irascible Carl in Up, a role 

he reprised for Dug Days on Disney+. He 

worked frequently and to the end of his 

life, appearing on the Netflix hits Cobra 

Kai, Dead to Me and Grace and Frankie, and 

can be seen in the September 23 episode 

of the FX on Hulu anthology The Premise.

Comfortable with fame but self- 

deprecating about his unglamorous im-

age, he described himself as “the Dilbert 

of the TV stars” in a 1999 Archive of 

American Televi-

sion interview. And 

if Asner was to be 

remembered 

primarily for one 

role, he said, 

“Thank God that 

Lou was a won-

derful person.”

This season, Thursday Night Football streams on 

Prime Video (plans start at $9 per month) while  

simultaneously airing on NFL Network and Fox (with 

the exception of Thanksgiving games, which will air  

on the broadcast networks). But next season, TNF will 

air exclusively on Prime, so plan accordingly.

The Roush Review
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A wrenching dissection of a rocky relationship has all the emotions

JONATHAN AND MIRA were meant for 

each other. Until they weren’t. Or were they 

ever? Love means never being able to truly let 

go, even when it’s all over, in writer-director Hagai Levi’s (In Treat-

ment, The Affair) devastating five-part adaptation of Swedish 

filmmaker Ingmar Bergman’s acclaimed 1973 miniseries.   

Working with playwright Amy Herzog, Levi constructs many of 

these episodic “scenes”—which play out over several turbulent 

years—as an explosively emotional one-act drama, largely taking 

place in the couple’s deceptively cozy Massachusetts home. We 

watch the brilliant stars (Oscar Isaac and Jessica Chastain, at the 

soul-baring top of their game) approach the soundstage as they 

get into character, exposing the artifice before subjecting us to  

a wrenching series of confrontations and difficult no-going-back 

conversations. These unnervingly intimate dark nights of the 

shattered psyche feel all too raw, honest and real. 

The quieter Marriage gets, the deeper the pain as the analytical 

Jonathan, a philosophy professor, tries to understand the rest-

lessness and dissatisfaction of Mira, a rising tech executive, 10 

years into what’s seen by all as a successful relationship (with an 

adorable, usually offscreen daughter). The mood can shift with 

disorienting speed from tenderness and sorrow to sensuality 

and cruelty and, at its worst, violent rage. Even as the two draw 

apart, they often cling to each other, roiled by their confusing 

and contradictory feelings.

The actors’ incredible emotional transparency provides a text-

book illustration of irreconcilable 

differences. They amaze and puz-

zle, infuriate and stimulate each 

other. We’ve often heard that the 

heart wants what it wants, but 

what about when it doesn’t?

At different times, each charac-

ter makes a dramatic and climactic 

exit to rival that of Nora in Ibsen’s 

classic A Doll’s House. It’s an acting 

tour de force, to be sure, impossible to look away from even 

when it’s almost too difficult to watch.

When Jonathan admits, “I’ll never love anybody the way that I 

loved you,” years after the histrionic dust settles and the mutual 

bitterness has ebbed, there’s a deep sadness to the realization. 

This is a love story that’s all about saying you’re sorry—for not 

opening up enough when it mattered, and for opening up too 

much and saying things that can never be unheard.

AS PUNCHY AS its charismatic subject, so full of 

twists and turns that it earns a “To be continued…” teaser 

after each episode, Ken Burns’ majestic four-night portrait 

of legendary boxer Muhammad Ali delivers a knockout  

of sheer narrative power. Celebrating his crowd-pleasing 

bravado and achievements but never ignoring his cruel 

jabs and taunts in and out 

of the ring, Ali is a fully rounded, colorfully compelling 

portrait of a controversial and complex public figure.

His life touches on themes common to Burns’ 

work: race, faith, sports and what it means to be 

an American. Ali was a lightning rod 

for ire when he joined the Nation  

of Islam, changed his name and sat 

out the Vietnam War on moral 

grounds. But when his battered 

body and brain eventually got the 

best of him, silencing “the Louisville 

Lip,” the world rallied around him as 

“the Greatest.” A perfect fit for our 

greatest documentarian.

I KEEP HEARING 

from people who lived

that they have no desire to witness these 

tawdry events again. Weren’t the Satur-

day Night Live parodies enough?

And yet, as with Crime Story’s previous 

installments (on the O.J. Simpson trial and 

the murder spree of Gianni Versace’s killer), 

there’s a seriousness of purpose and such 

impressive acting and writing that it goes 

beyond tabloid sensation. The distracting 

prosthetics transforming Sarah Paulson 

into the villainous Linda Tripp, Annaleigh 

Ashford as poignantly out-of-her-depth 

Paula Jones and a pitch-perfect Clive 

Owen as President Clinton carry the whiff 

of a reenactment stunt. But as the naive, 

lovestruck and, yes, entitled Lewinsky (a 

producer on this project), Beanie Feldstein 

gives a heartbreaking and revelatory per-

formance that helps make Impeachment a 

riveting indictment of everyone on all 

sides of this, shall we say, affair.

By the time Monica learns her friend 

Linda, a narcissistic ogre bristling with 

unearned self-importance, taped their 

conversations about her one-sided ro-

mance with POTUS, the levels of betrayal 

and political manipulation go off the 

charts. I wasn’t crazy about watching this 

either, but I am not sorry I did.

You [get 

violent] too many times, you end up in 

jail.” Gibbs behind bars? Never say never. 

He’s certainly livid about losing his be-

loved boat, Rule 91, and the serial killer 

who is the likely culprit should watch 

out. Investigative journalist Marcie 

Warren (Harmon’s real-life wife, Pam 

Dawber) returns to close that chapter. 

(“Whatever jeopardy our people are in, 

it won’t be for that long,” Binder notes.)

The cliffhangers keep coming. 

“We’ve got a lot more DJ mixing—

the next episode feeds into the 

last,” Binder says, adding, “We drop some 

pretty big surprises.” Expect the first four 

hours to be “more intense than normal,” 

with a cat-and-mouse 

chase in No. 2 and an “in-

teresting” road trip in No. 3.

Two major charac-

ters sign on. The 

departures of foren-

“You should be pre-

pared to like him,” Binder says. “We nat-

urally like good guys. And there is 

nothing better than a likable bad guy.”

One of these two gives Gibbs a fresh 

perspective on himself. “Sometimes 

new people have insights that people 

you’ve known your whole life haven’t 

seen,” Binder says. Will it be enough to 

get our favorite rule-maker back on the 

straight and narrow? —Kate Hahn

Danny Reagan (Donnie Wahlberg) is so unnerved by the 

city’s many unsolved street shootings that he pockets the sock 

of a toddler killed by crossfire to show to medium Maggie  

(Callie Thorne). Whether or not she can discern who the mur-

derer is, she can definitely discern how lonely the widower is. 

“She [asks], ‘When’s the last time you went out with a woman, 

not to seduce her but for companionship?’ And it strikes him—

the clarity with which she sees him,” Wade says. “Without spoil-

ing the [scene’s] end, her words affect him. He wakes up a bit.”

On a lighter note, October brings another Halloween-set 

installment, and this spring marks the 250th episode and, by 

extension, the 250th Reagan clan Sunday dinner. We don’t

The action picks up right after cohosts Alex Levy (Jennifer Aniston, whom TV GUIDE 

MAGAZINE senior critic Matt Roush called “a marvel of steely yet vulnerable glamor” in 

his Season 1 review) and Bradley Jackson (Reese Witherspoon, above right, with  

Aniston) exposed—on-air—their network’s hostile culture, including the bombshell 

that higher-ups at the network knew that sleazy ex-anchor Mitch Kessler (Steve 

Carell) had a history of sexually inappropriate behavior.

The shocking revelation causes several of the players “to go through some sort of 

epiphany,” says exec producer and director Mimi Leder. The team will also grapple with 

the coronavirus, racism and cancel culture in a story that begins in late 2019 and then 

time-jumps twice: forward eight months, then back 90 days. 

In that span, Alex leaves the show but returns. “She’s traumatized,” Leder explains, 

adding that questions about how much she knew about Mitch could tarnish her reputa-

tion. Meanwhile, Bradley, still relatively new in the job, must navigate the workplace with 

anchor Laura Peterson (welcome addition Julianna Margulies), whom the network brings 

in when Alex is off. “She’s a Diane Sawyer type who shakes things up,” Leder says.

In the executive suite, slimy Cory Ellison (Billy Crudup) is now CEO but fears he won’t 

succeed. He spars with new tech wunderkind Stella Bak (Greta Lee), and board chair 

Cybil Richards (the regal Holland Taylor) could prove problematic too. Leder calls the 

savvy corporate veteran “a cockroach you can’t kill.” Would you expect anything else 

in the cutthroat world of television news? —Kate Hahn
